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 The LORD is a man of war: the LORD is his name. Ex 15:3 Last night in class at Avon Park Prison, as 

our marriage talk began to center around the need for practical holiness as the time of the Lordôs return nears, 

some were shocked to hear that in Deu.22:28-29 the Lord said, if you humble (have sex with) a virgin you 

must marry her. And that a woman taken  sexually without marriage is making her óplay the whoreô (Lev 

19:30). A woman should be a óholyô thing to a man; another manôs wife is holy to him and untouchable or for-

bidden to you; and a believer, a man should be holy to the Lord, that is, set apart for Godôs exclusive use.  We 

began to discuss the need to become a warrior for our holiness in this day and age as well.  Our culture and the 

devil is hell-bent on stealing your holiness, requiring the vigilance and determination of a warrior to keep it! 

 So we came to the concept of God as a warrior, and our need to gird up our loins and be a warrior like 

Him. Because He is the óLord of hostsô (armies) (mentioned 245 times in the bible!) and He is going to return 

to the earth with multitudes of his saints to fight the last battle. Our mission in life is to grow up and become 

men and women of God.  As a growing Christian, we need to learn how to flee youthful lusts; how to put our 

body under subjection with itôs fleshly desires; how to keep ourselves unspotted from the world. This took on 

a whole new meaning for them as we discussed some who were leaving prison soon and their desires were to 

be free.  But with freedom comes responsibility to be holy! A biblical man who wants to see heaven will do 

things Godôs way! It will be: stability before marriage, marriage before sex, God before self! This is a hard 

concept for a generation raised in the ómeô culture. But I can tell you it brought a biblical awareness of true 

Christianity and to maintain that they will have to wage the war of faith in the world. 

 We all need to adopt a warrior heart. He is not necessarily one who carries a gun, but as Ret. Lt, Gen 

Jerry Boykin US Army describes it: ñA warrior is someone who says, óThis is what I love. This is what I hold 

dear. This is my family. This is my country. This is my faith. And this is what threatens it. This is the enemy. 

You will not hurt what I hold dear. You will not hurt what I love, without coming through me.ò Yes, Our God 

is a Warrior God and He feels that way about us! Pray for a warriorôs heart to wage war for our neighbors, for 

our families, for our cities, for our country, for Israel! Warriors are intercessors who know the óburden of the 

Lordô and pray. Warriors stand up for the truth. Warriors does not entangle themselves in the things of the 

world, but serve the Lord faithfully.

Hi my name is Patricia. I am 29 years old. Iîm currently incarcerated at Lowell CI.  I will be released 
in October of this year. I grew up in St Augustine, FL. My father molested me from age 3 to 11.  I 
started running away from home and experimenting with drugs at age 12.  this is my 3rd prison incar-
ceration. I know this will be my last, because Jesus says so. I gave my life to Christ Sept. 22, 2013.   
 I had relapsed again and had been using meth. I had hit rock bottom. I could barely think for 
myself for all the voices in my head. I was tired of fighting the demons. So I fell on  my knees in the 
middle of the street and confessed Jesus. He freed me from my demons instantly. I was arrested one 
hour later for Attempted Burglary. I am finally free even though I sit behind these prison walls. I plan 
on going to a transitional home. I want to go to school for psychology and theology and become a 
counselor for the abused and addicted.  Thank you for the Little Lamb Bible Study and for haring your 
testimony.
